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Cumbernauld & Kilsyth Citizens Advice Bureau is a branch of the Scottish Association of Citizens Advice Bureau.
The bureau is run by dedicated individuals who make up the Board and meet 6 times a year.  The Members of the Board have extensive experience and work in an advisory and practical way to determine the decisions about the work to be carried out and how they see the service developing.

The main advice in the bureau is supplied by a team of trained volunteers who see the public on a drop in basis during the opening hours of 10.00 am to 3.00 pm Monday to Friday.  Money Advice is given on an appointment basis and various projects are accessible in the bureau including the Money Advice Service and the Armed Services Advice Project (ASAP).
The Bureau is situated within the Town Centre in Cumbernauld at 2 Annan House where it moved from its original base in 1967.  The area served stretches from Stepps on the edge of Glasgow to Cumbernauld and the villages of the Northern Corridor of North Lanarkshire.
